	 English

	We will be exploring, planning, writing or performing two genres: narrative writing and an explanation text. We will be focusing on:
· creating contrasting atmospheres
· using dashes and colons
· using an impersonal style
· writing in chronological order
· using the present perfect tense
· adverbials
· conjunctions
· the passive voice
Our extended writing outcomes will include writing extracts of a known story with contrasting atmospheres and an explanation text about a complex task. 

	Reading 
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	Our Terrific Text this half term is ‘The Adventures of Odysseus’ by Daniel Morden and Hugh Lupton. We will also be  reading non-fiction books about the Ancient Greeks. We will be focusing on the following reading skills:
· retrieving information from our different text types
· identifying themes within texts
· summarizing the main ideas within texts
· explaining the meaning of new words in context
· making inferences and using supporting evidence
· evaluating how writers use language
· using intonation, pace and expression in performance poetry
· checking texts make sense and using ‘repair’ strategies

	Maths
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	We will be learning about:
· decimals up to two decimal places and equivalent fractions – tenths, hundredths and thousandths 
· ordering and comparing decimals
· rounding decimals
· percentages and their equivalent fractions and decimals
· perimeter 
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	We will be completing our unit of work on properties and changes of materials, including:
· materials dissolving to form solutions
· methods for separating mixtures
· reversible and irreversible changes

	Foundation subects: 
Each subject has dedicated time, weekly. 
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	French: We will be describing body parts, consolidating year 3 topics and describing brothers’ and sisters’ features.
Music: We will be preparing for the Barnet Schools Music Festival, singing in unison and solos, using expression for performance and learning percussion parts to perform with the songs.
PE: In PE, we will be learning the skills of cricket, including the overarm throw, cross bat shots, bowling accurately and target zone games.
Dance: We will be exploring using expressive vocabulary to enhance movement quality and dynamics focusing on Greek Gods.
DT: We will be learning about frame structures, designing, creating and evaluating our own.
Humanities: In history, we will be exploring the legacy of the Ancient Greeks, including democracy, sports, buildings, society and their beliefs.
RE: We will be focusing on the topic: ’What is our situation?’ 
RSHE: We will be considering bias in the media, allocation of resources, responsibility for the environment and routes into work.
