Dear Parents and Carers, 

We are pleased to inform you that Year 4 will be visiting the Verulamium Museum in St Albans 

on Monday 8th June 2026. This trip forms an important part of our Ancient Rome topic in the 

Summer 2 half term.  The visit will give children the opportunity to explore Roman artefacts, 

take part in a hands-on workshop, and deepen their understanding of life in Roman Britain. 

We will leave school at 9am and return at 3pm - please collect children as normal at 3:15 

from their classrooms. 

Cost Breakdown (based on 60 children): 

● Coach: £649 

● Workshop: £180 

● Museum admission: £5 per child 

This works out at approximately £19 per child. We kindly ask for this contribution to cover the 

cost of transport and activities paid via Arbor.  If we are unable to collect at least 80% of the 

money for the trip, it will unfortunately be cancelled.  

The school will provide your child with a packed lunch but if you prefer for them to bring their 

own, please tick the box below.  They should bring a water bottle and a weather 

appropriate coat.
