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Under new legislation, pupils can only be withdrawn by their parents/ carers
from education that is outside the compulsory elements within the science
curriculum. Therefore, only children in year 6 can be withdrawn from three
lessons: ‘How babies are made and born’. If you wish to withdraw your child, you
need to inform us by letter/email. Children who are withdrawn are removed from
the classroom and undertake other work.
