The pupils at Northside follow the RE programme to gain a deep knowledge and understanding of the teachings, practices and life stories expressed in a variety of ways within the six main religions (Christianity, Islam, Judaism, Hinduism, Buddhism and Sikhism) and other principal religions and world views. Through reflection on their own beliefs and values in the light of their learning, they grow in respect for themselves and others.
I have been busy colour coding the new RE curriculum map to be able to link the Northside Values to all our RE lessons. This will be shared with the school governors soon and then published on the school website. 
Within my RE school improvement plan, we would still like to ask for more offers of support from our diverse community to celebrate different religions or cultural events. Parents and carers are also welcome to do this too. In the Early Years we celebrated the New Lunar Year before half term. We listened to Chinese music while painting blossom trees, made lanterns, learnt about the story of why people celebrate the New Lunar Year and many more fun activities.
